Preface

1.Purpose:

The monthly report is to present the latest changes in commodity prices in Taiwan Area of the Republic of
China for reference and use of governments at all levels, organizations, institution, and individual readers.

2.Publication:

The monthly report has been published since January 1971 to replace the “Indices of Wholesale Prices in
Taiwan and Indices of Consumer Prices at Major Cities in Taiwan” compiled jointly by the Taiwan Provincial
Department of Budget, Accounting and Statistics and the Taipei Municipal Department of Accounting and Statistics,
For the indices prior to 1971, please refer to the “Splicing Table of the General Indices in Taiwan Area” contained in
this report.

3.Contents:

In addition to primary classification price indices, the following special group price indices are also included in
the report for reference by users: (1)consumer price indices: by commodity and service group; by frequency of
purchase group (2)wholesale price indices: by stage of processing, by producing place, by waygoing; (3)import and
export price indices: by usage; (4)construction cost index by kinds of construction. In order to increase the usage of
the price statistics, the seasonally adjusted price indices were also added to the report (except construction cost
index).

4.Prices Localities:

In pricing consumer goods and services, the cities of New Taipei, Taipei, Taichung, Tainan, Kaohsiung,
Taoyuan, Keelung, Hsinchu and Chiayi, and major towns and townships of Yilan, Hualien, Miaoli, Nantou, Yunlin,
Pingtung, Taitung, and Penghu counties are picked. For wholesale, imports, exports and construction cost, the priced
localities cover the major cities and towns all over Taiwan.

5.Compilation Approach:

Weights and formula adopted to compile the price indices are summarized in the table below, for detailed
explanation, please refer to the “Description of Methods Used in Compilation of Price Indices”. Price data are
processed by computer, with accuracy reaching two digits below the decimal point and all figures rounded off.

6.Commodities Priced:

The priced commaodities include 368 items for consumer prices, 1,117 items for wholesale prices, 288 items for
import prices, 281 items for export prices, 115 items for construction cost.

7.Revision:

Due to late reports and corrections by respondents, all data are subject to revision 3 months after original
publication. The figures revised are marked with r while “~” stands none.

8.Language:

In order to facilitate reference by foreign users and promote international exchange of statistical data, the
monthly report is printed in bilingual arrangement, except for the sections entitled the “Analysis of Price Indices in
Taiwan Area”.

9.Inquire:

Data included in this publication are also available in computer-readable format. For further information about
the details and the availability of related unpublished statistics, and how to use price indices for escalation, contact by
calling or writing.
