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Preface

The basic statistics of social indicators in this country had been compiled regularly by the respective competent
authority until 1979. After then, the Directorate General of Budget, Accounting and Statistics (DGBAS), Executive Yuan, has
been authorized to gather the data from all social spheres to publish the “Social Indicators” based on the framework of “the
System of Social and Demographic  Statistics, SSDS" released by the United Nations, providing the spirit and service
conveyed by the comprehensive social indicator statistics. However, with increasing complexity on social and economic
conditions, statistics figures along cannot portray the essence of social issues. Further analysis is needed to find the historical
and correlative relationship behind the indicators and consequently, the pattern and complete picture of the social

development can be derived.

Therefore, the role of the present yearbook has been redirected from solely providing data into providing data as well as
social issue analysis. Every effort has been made to prevent the content of indicators and special reports from being loose and
aimless without thematic subjects. As a result, the 2005 edition of the yearbook has been revised and a supplement of
“Frameworks for Social Indicators” is also published as a theoretic background for the yearbook. The contents of the theoretic
supplement include the spirit intended to be presented by the social indicators system, the criterions selection, the planning of
long-term subjects, and the collection and relationship in related statistics data. The main objective of the supplement is to
provide users with a better logical analysis background for the contents and framework of the yearbook. Each subject of the
new edition of the yearbook consists of two sections: indicators compilation and topic analysis. The indicators compilation
presents the outline of the contents according to the theoretic framework of the supplement, whereas the topic analysis deals
with the background of the current situation, the long-term trend, the resource allocation for the social vulnerable group, and

other issues relevant to the turning points in the course of life development.

The contents of the present yearbook are broken down into nine main categories: population, family, health, education
and research, employment, income and expenditure, housing and living environment, public safety, and culture and leisure;
and three auxiliary categories: social security, transportation and communications and social participation. The data of all
indicators listed back to 1992 with eighteen topic analyses in the issue. A total of 17 topical reports in this periodical, among
them the “General Birth Status” examines the main factors affecting birth and the incentives and various measures for
improving the hirth rates; the “Analysis and Trend of Marriage Pattern” examines the state how the females’ education levels
and improved economic independence that in turn impact the marriage pattern in world and the state of marriage pairing in
Taiwan; the “State of Nursing Young Children” examines the demands of a family to nurse preschool young children and
government's relevant policy and welfare; the “Woman and Child Health Care” reviews the health care situation of pregnant
women and children and the government’s relevant policies and subsidies; “Organ Transplant and Donation Status” introduces
the state of supply and demand on organ donation and transplant in Taiwan; the “Social Education Status” describes the
general development of social education such as continuing education, community college, occupational training and family
training; the “Programme for International Student Assessment (PISA 2006) Analysis” presents the results of Taiwan's first
participating in the PISA held by Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD); the “Work and Family”

describes the work and household sharing between gender and the impact of the conflicts arisen from gender difference and



government’s friendly family policies; the “General Status of the New and Old Labor Pension Systems” mainly examines the
state of pension allocation and payout between the new and old systems, the impact of the new system to labors’ employment
remunerations and opportunities; the “Impact of Globalization to Income Distribution” analyses the globalization impact on
labor market and income distribution, and the “Modernization and Computerization of Household Equipment” mainly
analyses the modernization of popular household equipment and the usage of information equipment and internet; the “Waste
Treatment and Resource Recycling” describe the local waste treatment and resource recycling, reuse and relevant policies;
the “Typhoon and Disaster Analysis” explores the frequency of typhoon occurrence, typhoon paths invading Taiwan, strengths
and disasters, and government's disaster rescue efforts; the “Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Analysis” summarizes the
local drug enforcement, drug rehabilitation efforts and the results of drug prevention; the “General Sporting Status” introduces
the local sporting environment and the sports participation; the “Local Tourism” introduces the local travel environment,
foreigners visiting and the domestic travel; the “Development of Information and Communications Technology” examines
Information and Communications Technology (ICT) infrastructure development and utilization in Taiwan, ICT production,
Research & Development and trade, with international assessment results. The appendix is divided into two sections,
important international comparison of social indices and data as well as the topic titles of previous issues, for the reference of

all sections of society.

The edition is a comprehensive compilation of statistics indicators involving a wide range of data. We would like to
express our sincere appreciation to many people and departments rendering their support. The production of the publication
would not have been possible without their contribution. Finally, suggestions and comments for any aspect of the edition are

warmly welcome.
