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Preface

The basic statistics of social indicators in this country had been compiled regularly by the respective competent
authority until 1979. After then, the Directorate General of Budget, Accounting and Statistics (DGBAS), Executive Yuan, has
been authorized to gather the data from all social spheres to publish the “Social Indicators” based on the framework of “the
System of Social and Demographic Statistics,SSDS” released by the United Nations, providing the spirit and service
conveyed by the comprehensive social indicator statistics. However, with increasing complexity on social and economic
conditions, statistics figures along cannot portray the essence of social issues. Further analysis is needed to find the historical
and correlative relationship behind the indicators and consequently, the pattern and complete picture of the social

development can be derived.

Therefore, the role of the present yearbook has be redirected from solely providing data into providing data as well as
social issue analysis. Every effort has been made to prevent the content of indicators and special reports from being loose and
aimless without thematic subjects. As a result, the 2005 edition of the yearbook has been revised and a supplement of
“Frameworks for Social Indicators” is also published as a theoretic background for the yearbook. The contents of the theoretic
supplement include the spirit intended to be presented by the social indicators system, the criterions selection, the planning of
long-term subjects, and the collection and relationship in related statistics data. The main objective of the supplement is to
provide users with a better logical analysis background for the contents and framework of the yearbook. Each subject of the
new edition of the yearbook consists of two sections: indicators compilation and topic analysis. The indicators compilation
presents the outline of the contents according to the theoretic framework of the supplement, whereas the topic analysis deals
with the background of the current situation, the long-term trend, the resource allocation for the social vulnerable group, and

other issues relevant to the turning points in the course of life development.

The contents of the present yearbook are broken down into nine main categories: population, family, health, education
and research, employment, income and expenditure, housing and living environment, public safety, and culture and leisure;
and three auxiliary categories: transportation and communications, social security, and social participation. The data of all
indicators listed back to 1991 with nineteen topic analyses in the issue. “Urbanization” and “Cross-strait Exchange” discuss the
extent of global urbanization and the current situation of cross-strait exchange; “Changing Families " analyzes the evolving
trend of family type in this country; “Living Arrangement for Seniors” deals with different types of living arrangement for senior
citizens; “Risk Factors to Health” details with the effects of the six major risk factors to health: smoking, abnormal blood
pressure, alcohol, bad cholesterol (low-density lipoprotein), obesity, and insufficient intake of vegetable. “Healthy Life
Expectancy” stresses the importance of living longer and healthier; “Knowledge Innovation & Technology Diffusion” and
“Education Opportunity” investigate knowledge innovation, technology diffusion effects, and average year of education in
various countries; “Working and Retirement” examines the employment situation of the middle age and the elders; “Female
Employment Analysis” summarizes the female human resource and the effects of marriage and birth on it; “Income
Distribution” analyzes the income distribution and the role of the government in income redistribution; “Income and
Expenditure for Single-Parent and the Aged Families” investigates the income and expenditure of special groups; “House

Ownership” investigates the current situation in domestic residence ownership; “Reduction in GHG Emissions” summarizes



the current emission and reduction in greenhouse gas; “Crime Trend Analysis” examines the change in crime type, suspect,
and victim as it occurs; “Road Traffic Safety” analyzes the transportation accidents and their background factors; “Free Time
Utilization” examines the activities in leisure time for this country and others; “Population of Global Language Sphere” depicts
the use of languages in the world; and “Expenditure on Social Security” describes the collection, allocation, burden, and further

development of social security financial resource.

Appendix includes "People's Life Indicator Composite Index", "International Comparison" and "Cumulative Topic List".
People's Life Indicator Composite Index depicts the growth and decline in the areas that include health, environment, safety,
economic stability, family life, work, learning, social participation and culture and recreation. From 1995, Survey on
“"Importance Evaluation of People's Life Indicators” was conducted to determine the weights for calculating PLI Composite
Indices as a reference for general public.

The edition is a comprehensive compilation of statistics indicators involving a wide range of data. We would like to
express our sincere appreciation to many people and departments rendering their support. The production of the publication
would not have been possible without their contribution. Finally, suggestions and comments for any aspect of the edition are

warmly welcome.
