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Preface

1. The source data of the Yearbook: From researching the changes in employees, earnings level, working
hours and labor turnover of employees hired by Industry & Services. Combined with productivity
statistics series and fluctuations in labor cost of firms.

2. The purpose of the Yearbook:

(1) Industrial manpower demand: Statistics in the Yearbook are important reference for the
government in its planning manpower policies.

(2) Earnings level of employees: Statistics on earnings of employees are essential reference data in
studying and adjusting manpower market demand and supply, raising earnings of employees, and
improving their living conditions.

(3) Fluctuations of productivity: Productivity is a base to measure industrial competitive strength
against trading rivals, change industrial structure, and upgrade operational efficiency.

3. The coverage of the Yearbook: The statistics cover 17 major industries: Mining & quarrying,
Manufacturing, Electricity & gas supply, Water supply & remediation activities, Construction,
Wholesale & retail trade, Transportation & storage, Accommodation & food service activities,
Information & communication, Financial & insurance activities, Real estate activities, Professional,
scientific & technical activities, Support service activities, Education (only other education and
educational support activities included); Human health activities, Arts, entertainment & recreation and
Other service activities. The primary survey of industries is managed by various statistic organizations,
and finally compiled by the Directorate-General of Budget, Accounting and Statistics (DGBAS),
Executive Yuan. All the data are put through a tight procedure of close review, recheck, and electronic
computer data processing and are turned into statistical tables for research and analysis. Results are
prepared into this Yearbook to be published.

4. The revised name of the Yearbook: Following the Monthly Bulletin from 1988, the YEARBOOK OF
LABOR STATISTICS is separated into YEARBOOK OF EARNINGS AND PRODUCTIVITY
STATISTICS and YEARBOOK OF MANPOWER SURVEY STATISTICS in accordance with their
contents. The year of the main part of data is the year title of these two Yearbooks.

5. The compilation of the Yearbook:

(1) The data mainly contain the statistics in 2017 and for the continuation of time series the figures can
be traced as far as back to 1998 while the data of the new items are being revealed precisely in
accordance with the estimated past data.

(2) The statistical tables, based on the employees statistics items, are classified into I, 11, 111, and so on,
and in which they are arranged by the principle that the data derive from the same statistics or from
the same survey as a group.

(3) The summary analysis is arranged above the order of each item. The directions of statistics or
surveys are arranged under the order of each item, which are listed at the end of this Yearbook.

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Summary Analysis

1. Employees

A The number of employees in Industrial & Services sector increased by 111 thousand ( or
1.49%) compared to the previous year.

Benefited on the global economic recovery in 2017, the demand for employees was higher than
that in previous year (2016). The averages number of employees in Industrial & Services sector was
7,560 thousand, an annual increase of 111 thousand (or 1.49%). For the perspective of industrial
structure, the number of employees in Industrial sector accounted for 43.45% and 56.55% for Services
sector.

The average number of employees of Industrial sector in 2017 was 3,285 thousand, an annual
increase of 39 thousand (or 1.21%), among it, the number employees increased most in Manufacturing
by 39 thousand. The number of employees in Services sector also annually increased by 71 thousand
(or 1.70%) and reached 4,275 thousand, among it, the number of employees annually increased most
in Wholesale & Retail Trade and Accommodation & Food Service Activities by 25 thousand and 16
thousand, respectively.

The number of employees in Manufacturing was 2,762 thousand, an annual increase of 39
thousand (or 1.42%), among it, the number of employees increased most in Manufacture of Electronic
Parts & Components of 8 thousand, followed by Manufacture of Machinery & Equipment of 7
thousand, and both Manufacture of Food Products and Manufacture of Fabricated Metal Products of 4
thousand. Meanwhile, the number of employees decreased most in Manufacture of Textiles by 1
thousand.

2. Earnings

A The monthly total earnings in Industrial & Services sector increased by 2.46% compared
to the previous year.

In 2017, the average monthly total earnings in Industrial & Services sector was NT$49,989 (in
which the monthly regular earnings was NT$39,953 and the irregular earnings was NT$10,036), an
increase of 2.46% compared to the previous year, which was mainly caused by the increase in pay of
year-end bonus and performance bonus.

The average monthly total earnings in Industrial sector was NT$48,187, an increase of 2.45%
compared to the previous year. Apart from the decrease of 0.78% in Construction, the monthly total
earnings in all other industries increased, in which the monthly total earnings in Mining & Quarrying
increased by 7.45% that accounted for the most monthly total earnings increased, followed by 2.97%
in Manufacturing and 2.10% in Water Supply & Remediation Activities.

The average monthly total earnings in Services sector was NT$51,374, an increase of 2.45%
compared to the previous year. The monthly earnings in all industries increased, in which the monthly
total earnings in Real Estate Activities increased by 4.85% that accounted for the most monthly total
earnings increased, followed by 4.27% in Wholesale & Retail Trade and 2.77% in Accommodation &
Food Service Activities.

3. Working Hours

A The average monthly total working hours increased by 0.1 hour compared to the previous
year.

In 2017, the average monthly total working hours in Industrial & Services sector was 169.6 hours,
an increase of 0.1 hour compared to the previous year. The average total working hours in Industrial
sector increased by 0.3 hour compared to the previous year, reaching 174.0 hours, in which the total
working hours in Electricity & Gas Supply increased by 4.5 hours that accounted for the most working
hours increased. The average total working hours in Services sector decreased by 0.1 hour compared to
the previous year, reaching 166.1 hours, in which the total working hours in the Arts, Entertainment &
Recreation decreased by 5.0 hours that accounted for the most working hours decreased, followed by
the decrease of 3.9 hours in Other Service Activities.

From the observation of 2-digit (SIC) division industries, the top 10 industries with highest total
working hours are Security & Investigation Activities (219.3 hours), Motor Bus Transportation (195.2
hours), Hairdressing & Other Beauty Treatment (191.6 hours), Manufacture of Rubber Products (182.4
hours), Manufacture of Textiles (181.7 hours), Manufacture of Electronic Parts & Components (180.7
hours), Manufacture of Basic Metals (180.0 hours), Manufacture of Wood & of Products of Wood &
Bamboo (179.0 hours), Electricity Supply (177.8 hours), and Manufacture of Petroleum & Coal
Products (177.0 hours).

4. Labor Turnover

A The average employee accession rate for employees was 2.39%, which was higher than
the separation rate of 2.24%.

Benefited on the revival of global economics, the production demand increases. In 2017, the
average accession rate for employees in Industrial & Services sector was 2.39%, and the average
separation rate was 2.24%, which resulted in the net accession rate (accession rate minus separation
rate) of 0.15%. The average annual employee turnover rate [ ( accession rate+ separation rate )/2] was
2.32%, an increase of 0.09 percentage point compared to 2.23% in the previous year.

The net accession rate in Industrial sector was 0.12%, in which the net accession rate in
Manufacturing was 0.14% that accounted for the highest net accession rate, followed by the net
accession rate of 0.03% in both Water Supply & Remediation Activities and Construction. Mining &
Quarrying had the highest net separation rate of 0.35%. The net accession rate in Services sector was
0.17%. AIll industries had positive net accession rate, in which the net accession rate in
Accommodation & Food Service Activities was 0.36% that accounted for the highest net accession
rate, followed by 0.28% in Human Health Activities.

From the perspective of accession and separation rate in all industries, Support Service Activities
had the highest accession rate at 5.01%, followed by 4.84% in Accommodation & Food Service
Activities and 3.85% in Arts, Entertainment & Recreation, while Electricity and Gas Supply had the
lowest accession rate at 0.56%. Support Service Activities had the highest separation rate at 4.84%,
followed by 4.48% in Accommodation and Food Service Activities and 3.70% in Arts, Entertainment
& Recreation, while Electricity & Gas Supply also had the lowest separation rate at 0.57%.

5. Labor Productivity

A The labor productivity index in Industrial sector (excluding Construction and Remediation
Activities & Other Waste Management Services) increased by 1.37% compared to the
previous year.

In 2017, the labor productivity index of Industrial sector (excluding Construction and Remediation
Activities & Other Waste Management Services) was 108.80 (year 2011=100). The labor productivity
index of Industrial sector increased by 1.37% compared to the previous year owing to the facts that the
industrial productivity (excluding Construction and Remediation Activities & Other Waste
Management Services) increased by 3.03% compared to the previous year and the input of total
working hours increased by 1.63% compared to the previous year. Mining & Quarrying had the highest
increase rate at 4.25%, followed by 2.10% in Manufacturing, while the Electricity & Gas Supply had
the highest labor productivity index decreased at 16.75%.

In 2017, the revival of global economics caused the increase of corporate investment in industrial
production, which increased the production demands for electronics, machinery, electrical engineering,
transportation and optical equipment. The labor productivity index of Manufacturing was 110.68 (year
2011= 100), an increase of 2.10% compared to the previous year owing to the facts that the annual
productivity increased by 3.76% compared to the previous year and the input of total working hours
increased by 1.62% compared to the previous year. For industries with increased labor productivity
index compared to the previous year, Repair & Installation of Industrial Machinery & Equipment had
the highest increase rate at 15.47%, followed by 13.79% in Manufacture of Beverages & Tobacco
Products and 9.40% in Manufacture of Machinery & Equipment. For industries with decreased labor
productivity index compared to the previous year, the Manufacture of Wearing Apparel & Clothing
Accessories had the highest decrease rate at 10.92% followed by 5.88% in Printing & Reproduction of
Recorded Media.

6. Unit Labor Costs

A The unit labor costs index in Industrial sector (excluding Construction and Remediation
Activities & Other Waste Management Services) increased by 1.25% compared to the
previous year.

In 2017, the unit labor costs index of Industrial sector (excluding Construction and Remediation
Activities & Other Waste Management Services) was 108.68 (year 2011 = 100), an increase of 1.25%
compared to the previous year. The Electronic & Gas Supply had the highest increase rate at 17.38%
compared to the previous year, followed by 4.80% in Mining & Quarrying.

The unit labor costs index of Manufacturing was 107.26 (year 2011 = 100). The unit labor costs
index increased by 0.60% compared to the previous year owing to the facts that the annual
productivity increased by 3.76% compared to the previous year and the total earnings costs of
employees increased by 4.38%. For all division industries in Manufacturing, Manufacture of Wearing
Apparel & Clothing Accessories had the highest increase rate at 17.10% followed by 10.40% in
Manufacture of Petroleum & Coal Products. Manufacture of Beverages & Tobacco Products had the
highest decrease rate at 14.59%.

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Gender Statistics and Analysis

1. Employees

A The proportion of female employees gradually increased over years.

In 2017, the average number of female employees in Industrial & Services sector was 3,529
thousand, an annual increase of 58 thousand (or 1.67%). The average number of male employees was
4,031 thousand, an annual increase of 53 thousand (or 1.32%).

In Industrial sector, the average number of female employees was 1,207 thousand, an annual
increase of 17 thousand, among it, the Manufacturing increased by 15 thousand. The average number
of male employees in this sector was 2,078 thousand, an annual increase of 23 thousand, among it, the
Manufacturing also increased most by 24 thousand.

The average female employees in Services sector was 2,322 thousand, an annual increase of 41
thousand, among it, the Wholesale & Retail Trade increased most by 12 thousand, followed by
Accommodation & Food Service Activities of 10 thousand. The average male employees in this sector
was 1,953 thousand, an annual increase of 30 thousand, among it, the Wholesale & Retail Trade also
increased most by 14 thousand, followed by Accommodation & Food Service Activities of 5 thousand.

Based on the long-term statistics, the proportion of female employees in Industrial & Services
sector has gradually increased from 42.86% in 1997 to 46.68% in 2017, which indicates that the gap
between male and female employees has been decreasing over the past two decades. From the sector
perspective, the proportion of female employees in Services sector has increased from 49.10% in 1997
to 54.32% in 2017; in Industrial sector, the proportion of male employees has increased from 63.13%
in 1997 to 63.26% in 2017.

2. Earnings
A The average monthly total earnings of female employees was 83.85% of male employees;
the gap was decreasing gradually.

In 2017, the average monthly total earnings (including regular and irregular earnings) of female
employees in Industrial & Services sector was NT$45,333, which was lower than the average monthly
earnings of NT$54,066 of male employees.

The average monthly total earnings of female employees in Industrial sector was NT$39,498, an
annual increase of 3.01%, among it, the Mining & Quarrying increased most by 4.97%, followed by
Water Supply & Remediation Activities of 3.42%. The average monthly total earnings of male
employees was NT$53,234, an annual increase of 2.24%. Apart from the annual decrease of 0.92% in
Construction, all other industries were increasing, among it, the Mining & Quarrying increased most
by 8.18%, followed by the Manufacturing of 2.87%.

The average monthly total earnings of female employees in Services sector was NT$48,365, an
annual increase of 2.45%, among it, the monthly earnings in Wholesale & Retail Trade increased most
by 4.11%, followed by the Transportation & Storage of 3.34%. The average monthly total earnings of
male employees was NT$54,952, an annual increase of 2.46%, among it, the Real Estate Activities
increased most by 6.61%, followed by the Wholesale & Retail Trade of 4.39%. However, both the
Human Health Activities and Financial & Insurance Activities showed the annual decreases of 1.52%
and 0.21%, respectively.



Based on the long-term statistics, the total earnings of female employees in Industrial & Services
sector in 1997 was 72.11% of the total earnings of male employees, and the ratio rose to 83.85% in
2017. The regular earnings increased from 72.46% in 1997 to 86.49% in 2017, which indicates that the
gap has been decreasing despite the earnings of both genders was under the impact of industries,

occupation, education and seniority.

3. Working Hours

A The average monthly total working hours of female employees was 167.2 hours, which
was lower than the 171.5 hours of male employees.

In 2017, the average monthly working hours of female employees in Industrial & Services sector
was 167.2 hours, an annual increase of 0.3 hour, which was lower than the 171.5 hours of male
employees.

The average total working hours of female employees in Industrial sector was 173.0 hours, an
annual increase of 0.8 hour. Among all industries in the sector, the Electricity & Gas Supply increased
most by 2.9 hours, followed by the Water Supply & Remediation Activities of 2.4 hours, Mining &
Quarrying of 4.0 hours, and Construction of 1.4 hours. The average monthly total working hours of
male employees was 174.6 hours, which was consistent with the number of the previous year. Among
all industries in the sector, the Electricity & Gas Supply increased most by 4.8 hours, while the average
monthly total working hours in Mining & Quarrying decreased most by 2.5 hours.

The average monthly total working hours of female employees in Services sector was 164.3 hours,
a mild annual increase of 0.1 hour. Among all industries in the sector, the Financial & Insurance
Activities increased most by 2.1 hours, followed by the Information & Communication of 1.5 hours.
The Arts, Entertainment & Recreation, Other Service Activities and Accommodation & Food Service
Activities decreased by 6.3 hours, 3.2 hours and 3.1 hours respectively. The average monthly total
working hours of male employees was 168.4 hours, an annual decrease of 0.3 hour. Among all
industries in the sector, the Other Service Activities decreased most by 5.0 hours, followed by
Education of 4.3 hours.



From the perspective of all section industries, the industries that female employees having higher
total working hours in sequence in 2017 were Other Service Activities (183.2 hours), Manufacturing
(173.7 hours), Support Service Activities (169.5 hours), Real Estate Activities (167.8 hours), and
Human Health Activities (167.5 hours). The industries that male employees having higher total
working hours in sequence were Support Service Activities (193.7 hours), Electricity & Gas Supply
(178.3 hours), Manufacturing (176.7 hours), Transportation & Storage (175.0 hours), and Other
Service Activities (173.3 hours).

Based on long-term statistics, the total working hours for both genders have been decreasing in
past two decades, and the total working hours of female employees have been lower than those of male
employees.

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Appendix | Employees’ Earnings Survey

1. Purpose

The survey is to provide information on number of employees, earnings, working hours and
turnover in various industries in Taiwan area for the preparation of economic plans, planning of
business operation, formulation of manpower policies and compilation of statistics on national
income.

2. Historical Development

The Provincial Department of Reconstruction for the first time published and annual
publication of Taiwan Labor Statistics Report in 1954 to fill a request of the International Labor
Bureau for its compilation of International Labor Statistics Yearbook. In 1962, the Provincial
Department of Social Affairs set up the Labor Force Survey, Statistics, Research and
Development Group in order to compile statistics for the economic development plan. The
Group, receiving financial aid from the Council for International Economic Cooperation and
Development, was composed of statistical experts and officials from the central and provincial
governments. The Group was reorganized into the Labor Force Survey and Research Institute in
1966 to engage in a survey on labor force, as well as on earnings, working hours, and turnover
status of manufacturing and mining workers. The survey was a quarterly one, i.e. four times a
year. From 1968, the numbers and gross earnings of industrial workers were collected and
incorporated into the monthly Publication of Industrial Production Index compiled by the
Ministry of Economic Affairs. However, the statistics respectively published by the Provincial
Department of Reconstruction, the Labor Force Survey and Research Institute, and the Ministry
of Economic Affairs were inconsistent because their survey objects, scopes, definition,
classifications and time series arrangement were different from one another.

To correct the defects as mentioned above, it was recommended in the Third Manpower
Development Plan that a central manpower survey and statistics agency should be established in
order to strengthen the labor force survey and the compilation of statistics on wages, working
hours and labor productivity. The party chairman's instructions as contained in the minutes of
the 27th session of the Finance, Economic and Monetary Joint Meeting stated: "The issue of
wage is very important to the economy. It has received some attention in the past, but research
and analyses have rarely been done. The Directorate-General of Budget, Accounting and
Statistics (DGBAS), the Ministry of Economic Affairs, and the Council for International
Economic Cooperation and Development should jointly conduct a research and present a
report.” The instructions were carried in the attachment of the Executive Yuan's Administrative
Order numbered (Tai)-60-Tsai-10379. Following the instructions, DGBAS worked out a set of



measures to improve the survey on labor force, wage, working hours, and labor productivity
statistics. DGBAS also presented a proposal for the establishments of an ad hoc committee for
improvement of Taiwan Area's labor statistics. The Executive Yuan approved the proposal on
January 28, 1972 per its Administrative Order numbered (Tai)-61-Nei-0905.

The ad hoc committee for improvement of labor statistics was officially set up at the
beginning of February 1972 to actively prepare establishment of labor force survey system job
descriptions, and unification of survey practices. The committee was also responsible for
issuing instruction and conduction coordination to deal with technical problems in the labor
survey. According to the Executive Yuan's order, the committee's assigned responsibilities had
to be finished in one and a half-year. By the end of June 1973, the ad hoc committee was phased
out after its responsibilities were completed. Its functions and regular staff members were taken
over by DGBAS and incorporated into the Statistical Bureau under the new title of "Labor
Statistic Working Group" to continue the compilation of labor statistics. Meanwhile the "Labor
Statistics Evaluation Committee™ was set up in accordance with the national budget proposal for
the fiscal year of 1974.

After the regulations governing the organization of DGBAS were revised in November of
1973, the Labor Statistics Working Group was officially included in the Third Bureau of
DGBAS, to become a new section, the Sixth Section, to continue the compilation and analyses
of labor statistics.

Many suggestions and requests had been made to expand labor statistic coverage and
establish a complete labor force survey system. In response to the suggestion, the Labor Force
Survey and Research Institute was phased out in January of 1978. The labor force survey
originally conducted by the institute was thus transferred to DGBAS and the "Labor Statistic
Evaluation Committee"” was reorganized into the "Labor Statistic and Survey Evaluation
Committee" to evaluate the results of the Surveys of Employees' Earnings and Labor Force.

In July 1983, the regulations governing the organization of DGBAS were revised. A new
bureau, the Fourth Bureau, was set up to take charge of the employees' earnings and labor force
surveys. The Fourth Section of this bureau was assigned to conduct the Labor Force Survey
while the Fifth Section took charge of conducting the Employees' Earnings Survey and
compilation of productivity statistics. Meanwhile, the "Labor Statistic and Survey Evaluation
Committee"” was phased out. The "Labor Statistic Technique Research Group™ of "Committee of
Census" continued to take charge of the assessing labor statistic and technical improvement. In
1987 the "Labor Statistics Technique Research Group" was reorganized into the "Manpower
Statistics Technique Research Group” to take charge of these works.

In July 1990, the "Employed Workers Survey" was renamed as "Employees' Earnings
Survey" and the "Labor Force Survey" as "Manpower Survey" in order to make the names and
contents of the surveys consistent. The changed names have been used since then.



3. Statistic Organizations

The current monthly Employees' Earnings Survey is done jointly by various statistic
organizations. The DGBAS is responsible for setting regulations, reviewing proposals, sampling
design, coordinating among agencies, evaluating of survey results, giving technical assistance
and direction, compilation wage index, and preparing statistic analysis report. Different
industries' surveys, collection of questionnaires and preliminary reviews are respectively
performed by the following agencies:

(1) Manufacturing: Conducted by the Department of Statistics, the Ministry of Economic
Affairs.

(2) Construction: Conducted by the Construction and Planning Agency of the Ministry of
Interior, and the Department of Budget, Accounting and Statistics (DBAS) of Taipei and
Kaohsiung Governments.

(3) Transportation & storage: Conducted by the Department of Statistics, the Ministry of
Transportation and Communications.

(4) Finance & insurance activities (excluding credit departments of farmers and fishermen
associations): Conducted by the Financial Supervisory Commission.

(5) Credit departments of farmers and fishermen associations of Finance & insurance:
Conducted by the Bureau of Agricultural Finance, Council of Agriculture, Executive Yuan.

(6) Mining & quarrying, Electricity & gas supply, Water supply & remediation activities,
Wholesale & retail trade, Accommodation & food service activities, Information &
communication, Real estate activities, Professional, scientific & technical activities,
Support service activities, Education (only including other education and educational
support activities), Human health activities, Arts, entertainment & recreation, Other
service activities: Designed by DGBAS, Executive Yuan and enumerated by DBAS,
County and City Governments.

4. Period, Establishments, Surveyed Items, Area and Coverage
(1) Period
a. Frequency: Mining & quarrying, Manufacturing, Electricity gas & water, Construction,
Transportation, storage & communication industries were begun monthly from July
1972; other industries were begun monthly from January 1980. The names and

standards of each industry were adjusted by the Standard Industrial Classification
System.

b.Reference Period: Unless otherwise specified, the number of employees on payroll at
the end of a month is collected, while earnings, working hours and turnover of
employees are recorded for the month.

(2) Establishments: Public and private firms and their employees (excluding the factories



owned by the Ministry of National Defense, consumers cooperatives, workshops of
schools, relief institutions and prisons).

(3) Items
a. Employment

(a) Number of employees;
(b) Number of accessions and separations.

b. Working Hours

(a) Regular working hours;
(b) Overtime.

c. Earnings

(a) Regular earnings;
(b) Irregular earnings: overtime pay and other irregular earnings.

d. Other related questions.
(4) Area coverage: New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City, Tainan City,
Kaohsiung City and counties (cities) of Taiwan province.
(5) Coverage: According to the current Standard Industrial Classification System of the
Republic of China (Rev.9, 2011), the survey covers the following industries:
a. Mining & quarrying: Including two-digit groups.
b. Manufacturing: Including three-digit or four-digit groups.
c. Electricity & gas supply: Including four-digit groups.
d. Water supply & remediation activities: Including three-digit groups.
e. Construction: Including three-digit groups.
f. Wholesale & retail trade: Including three-digit groups.
g. Transportation & storage: Including three-digit or four-digit groups.
h. Accommodation & food service activities: Including two-digit or three-digit groups.
i. Information & communication: Including two-digit groups.
j. Finance & insurance activities: Including four-digit groups.
k.Real estate activities: Including two-digit groups.
I. Professional, scientific & technical activities: Including two-digit or three-digit groups.
m.Support service activities: Including two-digit or three-digit groups.
n.Education: Only including other education and educational support activities.
0.Human health activities: Including two-digit groups.
p. Arts, entertainment & recreation: Including two-digit groups.
g. Other service activities: Including two-digit or three-digit groups.

5. Survey method



Personnel shall be sent on location for the purposes of survey by mail and interview, as well
as by the Internet:

(1) Mining & quarrying: By face-to-face interview.

(2) Manufacturing: The survey is conducted by mail or by face-to-face interview in
necessarily. For the firms not reporting on time, surveying organization shall urge or assist
the reporting.

(3) Electricity & gas supply: By face-to-face interview.

(4) Water supply & remediation activities: By face-to-face interview.
(5) Construction: By face-to-face interview.

(6) Wholesale & retail trade: By face-to-face interview.

(7) Transportation & storage: Government-Owned transportation Enterprises adopt through
the Internet. All the others are adopting by face-to-face interview.

(8) Accommodation & food service activities: By face-to-face interview.
(9) Information & communication: By face-to-face interview.
(10) Finance & insurance activities: The survey is conducted by investigation with the Internet.
(11) Real estate activities: By face-to-face interview.
(12) Professional, scientific & technical activities: By face-to-face interview.
(13) Support service activities: By face-to-face interview.
(14) Education: By face-to-face interview.
(15) Human health activities: By face-to-face interview.
(16) Arts, entertainment & recreation: By face-to-face interview.

(17) Other service activities: By face-to-face interview.
6. Sampling method

According to the four-digit group of the Standard Industrial Classification System of the
Republic of China, a screening or a stratified cut-off random sampling method is adopted. For
Government-Owned Enterprise and large-scale private enterprises (above the cut-off point), the
screening is used. For medium and small private enterprises (below the cut-off point), the
stratified random sampling is adopted. The number of employees is used as a variable of
stratification. The Dalenius-Hodges approximate optimum method is used to determine the
boundaries between strata and the Nyman best allocation method in each stratum. In principle,
the survey period of every sample is confined to one year. The source of data for population is
the population files of the latest Industry, Commerce and Service Census. The samples of
industrial sub- classifications not exceeding 5 units should be increased to 5 units, and the
population of less then 5 units all should be surveyed. The method of a complete survey or a
randomly stratified cut-off sampling approach used to deal with individual industries is
described as follows:



(1) Mining & quarrying: A complete survey is applied to Petroleum & gas mining; for the rest
of industries, the cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In each district of
Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City, Tainan City,
and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are surveyed by selected
samples.

(2) Manufacturing: Enterprises owned by governments and those located in Export Processing
Zones and the Science-based Industrial Parks all are surveyed. For all other enterprises by
four-digit group classification, a sample is drawn by a cut-off-stratified optimum sampling
approach. 6 strata are grouped according to the number of employees.

(3) Electricity & gas supply: A complete survey is applied to this category.

(4) Water supply & remediation activities: A complete survey is applied to Water supply; and
the cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used for remediation services. In each
district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City,
Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are surveyed by
selected samples.

(5) Construction: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In each district
of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City, Tainan
City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are surveyed by
selected samples.

(6) Wholesale & retail trade: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In
each district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung
City, Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are
surveyed by selected samples.

(7) Transportation & storage: All of the government owned enterprises (including Railway,
public rapid transportation, Harbor services, and Postal services), Motor bus
transportation and Air transportation are completely surveyed. For the rest of private firms,
the cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In each district of Taiwan
Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City, Tainan City, and
Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are surveyed by selected
samples.

(8) Accommodation & food service activities: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling
approach is used. In each district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City,
Taoyuan City, Taichung City, Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped
into 6 strata and are surveyed by selected samples.

(9) Information & communication: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used.
In each district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung
City, Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are
surveyed by selected samples.



(10) Finance & insurance activities: A complete survey is applied to this category.

(11) Real estate activities: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In each
district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City,
Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are surveyed by
selected samples.

(12) Professional, scientific & technical activities: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling
approach is used. In each district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City,
Taoyuan City, Taichung City, Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped
into 6 strata and are surveyed by selected samples.

(13) Support service activities: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In
each districts of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung
City, Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are
surveyed by selected samples.

(14) Education: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In each district of
Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City, Tainan City,
and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are surveyed by selected
samples.

(15) Human health activities: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In
each district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung
City, Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are
surveyed by selected samples.

(16) Arts, entertainment & recreation: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is
used. In each district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City,
Taichung City, Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and
are surveyed by selected samples.

(17) Other service activities: The cut-off-stratified optimum sampling approach is used. In each
district of Taiwan Province, New Taipei City, Taipei City, Taoyuan City, Taichung City,
Tainan City, and Kaohsiung City, employees are grouped into 6 strata and are surveyed by
selected samples.

7. Estimation method

The benchmark and linking-relative is used in estimation of the employees' earnings survey.
An estimate is obtained by multiplying the previous estimate by the ratio of changes in the
sample values of the two periods. The advantages of benchmark and linking-relative method are:
(1) Formula are simple; (2) With the previous estimation results as a benchmark for estimation
later, there will be a function of propensity analysis; (3) When sample units change dramatically,
a special method can be used to address the changes. But its disadvantage is that sampling
errors are difficult to estimate.

(2) Method of computation for number of employees, earnings, working hours, accession and
separation in every industry:

a. Number of employees: The average number of employees is calculated by the number of
employees at the end of each month during a year.

b.Earnings, working hours, accession and separation: Monthly data multiply the number
of employees of the month, and then calculate the 12-month weighted average.

8. Benchmark adjustments

Estimates of number of non-agriculture employees are periodically compared or adjusted
with the update population data. The estimates are adjusted with the number of employees at the
end of December of 2011 obtained from the latest Industry, Commerce and Service Census. In
principle the benchmark adjustments are made once five years. Usually, the numbers of



employees are adjusted by the method of percentage wedging extrapolation of arithmetic
wedging extrapolation.

9. Classification Standards and Concepts

The survey is conducted in accordance with the 9th revision of the Standard Industrial
Classification System of the Republic of China, made in March 2011. The concepts are
described as follows:

(1) Employees

a. Number: The number of employees refers to those white and blue collar workers on the
payroll at the end of a month, including full-time and part-time workers, permanent
workers, temporary workers under projects, contract workers, students working under
cooperation programs between industries and schools (excluding those who do not work
for a full month), and apprentices with pay. Also included are those who are temporarily
on leave, such as going abroad on official trip, training, transfer, military training or
education, illness, vacation, marriage, and child delivery. However, excluded are: (1)
employers participating the operation without pay, own-account workers, and unpaid
family workers, (2) members of boards of directors, supervisors and advisors not
actually participating the operation, (3) there drafted for military service with partial
pay (such as rations in kind, rent subsidies and utilities allowances), (4) contracted
workers outside the factories and paid by piece of work.

(a) Full-Time Employees: Refer to those whose working hours were up to the normal or legal
working hours ruled by their company.

(b) Part-Time Employees: Refer to those whose working hours were shorter than those of
full-time employees significantly. Include the following:

® Those whose working hours per day were shorter than those of full-time employees
significantly.

® \Working hours per day were the same. However, those whose working days per week
were shorter than those of full-time employees.

b.Number of turnovers: Including the number of employees who actually access to and
separate from the firms covered under survey in a month.

(a) Accessions

® Newly Hired: New comers refer to those workers who have never been employed
by the establishment before.

® Recall: The recalled workers refer to those workers whose pays have been
suspended for one month or more due to leave the job, but who are later recalled to
the same establishment before this month. The employees having been recalled to
another establishment of the same enterprise after suspension of their pays are
regarded as transference and should be included in Other Accessions.



® Other Accessions: Included in this category are the persons on payrolls who are
transferred from other establishments of the same enterprise or who come back to
fill the positions reserved because of being drafted for military services.

(b) Separations

® Quit: Included in this category are those employees who resign and terminate the
employer-employee relationship. Also included are those who are absent from
work successively for more than one month.

® Layoff (including paid layoff): Included in this category are those persons who are
laid off due to business reduction, changes in production method, installation of
automation equipment, workplace migration or destruction, insufficient raw
materials, termination of employing seasonal, temporary or foreign workers, and
terminating labor contract for employees in accordance with regulations without
intentionally impairing the employees' interests, including paid layoff or benefited
paid layoff.

® Retirement (including benefited retirement): Employee's age or seniority of
service reaches one of following regulations to cease the employer-employee
relationship and receive pension: 1. Labor Standards Act; 2. Labor Pension Act; 3.
Company’s retirement age or services years conditions are better than the above
two acts.

® Other Separations: Included in this category are those who are drafted to serve
regular military services, are on leave without pay, have further schooling, go
abroad, are pregnant and unable to continue working, die, become permanently
disabled, don't live up to physical working standard, or transfer to another
establishment of the same enterprise. Excluded are the reserved ex-servicemen
who are called to have a one-month training but still receive pays from employers.

(2) Working Hours

a. Regular Working Hours: The regular working hours refer to the total working hours
actually devoted by paid employees in a month, within a regular working time required
by the employers. The regular working hours should exclude weekend, national
holidays, employee vacations by turns, company leisure days, and all kinds of leaves.

b.Overtime: The overtime refers to working hours beyond regular working time which
bring workers with overtime pay.

(3) Earnings
a. Regular Earnings: The regular earnings refer to regular rewards paid to employees every
month. Included in this category are basic pay, regular allowances and awards, such as
hazardous work allowance, transportation allowance, free meals, free water and
electricity, regularly (production, good job-rating, good sales, etc.) performance awards,



full attendance award, etc. Pay in kind should be converted into value at the current
prices. The regular earnings should include payable income tax, insurance premium and
labor union fees.

b.Overtime Pay: The overtime pay refers to the rewards paid for employees working
overtime.

c. Other Irregular Earnings: Included in this category are (production, good job rating,
good sales) performance awards, Dragon Boat Festival, Moon Festival and annual
bonus, employees bonus (including cash and stock), non-resting bonus and
compensation of deviation of salary modification, etc.

10. Data Processing

Computer mainly processes the survey data and editors modify subsidiary. After the
filled-out questionnaires are first reviewed by the agencies responsible for conducting the
survey and then again reviewed by DGBAS, the survey data are recorded as electrical format.
Computer edits the data and editors modify them for three to five times until no error is found.
Then, computer begins the compilation of statistics. The statistic tables are also reviewed and
corrected if errors are found.

11. Analysis and Publication

After the statistical tables are produced, a brief analysis on the statistics is made. They are
released to the media monthly and put on the internet. The statistics compiled from the Survey
of Employees' Earnings are incorporated in the Monthly Bulletin of Earnings and Productivity
Statistics (electronic book). Meanwhile, the Yearbook of the Earnings and Productivity
Statistics is published to establish the information of time series for long-term trend analysis.



Appendix Il Labor Productivity

1. Purpose: The statistics are to observe the trend of input-output ratio in major industries in
order to provide reference information for making economic and development plans, for
planning business operation and for making labor policy.

2. Coverage and classification: It covers Mining & quarrying, Manufacturing, Electricity & gas
supply and Water supply. The classifications of these industries are as follows:

(1) Mining & quarrying: There are two two-digit groups for current labor productivity
statistics. They are industries of Crude petroleum & natural gas mining, Sand, stone &
clay quarrying.

(2) Manufacturing: There are 26 two-digit groups included in current labor productivity
statistics. They are industries of Manufacture of food products, Manufacture of beverages
& tobacco products, Manufacture of textiles, Manufacture of wearing apparel & clothing
accessories, Manufacture of leather, fur & related products, Manufacture of wood & of
products of wood & bamboo, Manufacture of paper & paper products, Printing &
reproduction of recorded media, Manufacture of petroleum & coal products, Manufacture
of chemical material, Manufacture of chemical products, Manufacture of pharmaceuticals
& medicinal chemical products, Manufacture of rubber products, Manufacture of plastics
products, Manufacture of other non-metallic mineral products, Manufacture of basic
metals, Manufacture of fabricated metal products, Manufacture of electronic parts &
components, Manufacture of computers, electronic & optical products, Manufacture of
electrical equipment, Manufacture of machinery & equipment, Manufacture of motor
vehicles & parts, Manufacture of other transport equipment & parts, Manufacture of
furniture, Other manufacturing and Repair & installation of industrial machinery &
equipment.

(3) Electricity & gas supply.
(4) Water supply.

3. Establishments: Government-Owned or private establishments of Mining & quarrying,
Manufacturing, Electricity & gas supply and Water supply.

4. Labor Productivity Index (Indexes of Labor Productivity of employees):

(1) Definition: The labor productivity refers to the real value of output produced by a unit of
labor in a unit of time. The index is calculated to measure the trend of labor productivity.

(2) Frequency: The compilation of the index is done monthly from January 1982.



(3) Coverage: Mining & quarrying, Manufacturing, Electricity & gas supply and Water
supply.

(4) Base period: The base period was the yearly average of 2011.

The production index is adopted from the industrial production index prepared by the
Ministry of Economic Affairs. Employees include those on payrolls of Employees' Earnings
Survey and the contracted worker which work outside the factories and paid by piece-rate from
Labor Force Survey. The ratio of total working-hours of both in current period to those in base
period is the working-hours index of Employees, and this is so-called the Quantity Index of
Labor Input. The formula is:
