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Preface

1. The source data of the Yearbook: From researching the changes in employees, earnings level, working
hours and labor turnover of employees hired by Industry & Services. Combined with productivity
statistics series and fluctuations in labor cost of firms.

2. The purpose of the Yearbook:

(1) Industrial manpower demand: Statistics in the Yearbook are important reference for the
government in its planning manpower policies.

(2) Earnings level of employees: Statistics on earnings of employees are essential reference data in
studying and adjusting manpower market demand and supply, raising earnings of employees, and
improving their living conditions.

(3) Fluctuations of productivity: Productivity is a base to measure industrial competitive strength
against trading rivals, change industrial structure, and upgrade operational efficiency.

3. The coverage of the Yearbook: The statistics cover 17 major industries: Mining & quarrying,
Manufacturing, Electricity & gas supply, Water supply & remediation activities, Construction,
Wholesale & retail trade, Transportation & storage, Accommodation & food service activities,
Information & communication, Financial & insurance activities, Real estate activities, Professional,
scientific & technical activities, Support service activities, Education (only other education and
educational support activities included), Human health activities, Arts, entertainment & recreation and
Other service activities. The primary survey of industries is managed by various statistic organizations,
and finally compiled by the Directorate-General of Budget, Accounting and Statistics (DGBAS),
Executive Yuan. All the data are put through a tight procedure of close review, recheck, and electronic
computer data processing and are turned into statistical tables for research and analysis. Results are
prepared into this Yearbook to be published.

4. The revised name of the Yearbook: Following the Monthly Bulletin from 1988, the YEARBOOK OF
LABOR STATISTICS is separated into YEARBOOK OF EARNINGS AND PRODUCTIVITY
STATISTICS and YEARBOOK OF MANPOWER SURVEY STATISTICS in accordance with their
contents. The year of the main part of data is the year title of these two Yearbooks.

5. The compilation of the Yearbook:

(1) The data mainly contain the statistics in 2018 and for the continuation of time series the figures can
be traced as far as back to 1999 while the data of the new items are being revealed precisely in
accordance with the estimated past data.

(2) The statistical tables, based on the employees statistics items, are classified into I, 11, 111, and so on,
and in which they are arranged by the principle that the data derive from the same statistics or from
the same survey as a group.

(3) The summary analysis is arranged above the order of each item. The directions of statistics or
surveys are arranged under the order of each item, which are listed at the end of this Yearbook.

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Summary Analysis

1. Number of Employees

A The number of employees in the Industrial & Services sector increased by 108 thousand
or 1.38% compared to the previous year.

In 2018, the demand for employees increased compared to the previous year (2017) owing to the
economic expansion; the average number of employees in the Industrial & Services sector was 7,877
thousand, an annual increase of 108 thousand or 1.38%. Observed from the perspective of industrial
classification structure, the number of employees in the Industrial sector accounted for 42.87%, while
that in the Services sector accounted for 57.13%.

The average number of employees in the Industrial sector was 3,376 thousand, an annual increase
of 39 thousand or 1.16%; among all industries in this sector, the number of employees increased the
most by 35 thousand in the Manufacturing industry. The average number of employees in the Services
sector was 4,500 thousand, also increased by 68 thousand or 1.54% annually; among all industries in
this sector, the number of employees increased the most by 23 thousand in the Wholesale & retail trade
industry; the next most increase was in the Accommodation & food service activities industry and the
Human health activities industry, where they both increased by 11 thousand.

The average number of employees in the Manufacturing industry was 2,845 thousand, an annual
increase of 35 thousand or 1.27%; among all sub-industries in this industry, the number of employees
increased the most by 10 thousand in the industry of the Manufacture of electronic parts & components,
followed by the increase of 5 thousand in the industry of the Manufacture of machinery & equipment,
and the increase of 4 thousand in the industry of the Manufacture of fabricated metal products. On the
other hand, the number of employees decreased more in the industry of the Manufacture of textiles and
in the Printing & reproduction of recorded media industry, where they decreased by 2 thousand and 1
thousand, respectively.

2. Monthly Total Earnings per Employee

A The average monthly total earnings per employee in the Industrial & Services sector
increased by 3.82% compared to the previous year.

In 2018, the average monthly total earnings per employee in the Industrial & Services sector were
NT$52,407 (including the regular earnings of NT$40,959 and the irregular earnings of NT$11,448), an
annual increase of 3.82%, mainly caused by the year-end bonus and performance bonus granted more
in the whole year.

The average monthly total earnings per employee in the Industrial sector were NT$52,005, an
annual increase of 4.20%. All industries in this sector showed increase in the monthly total earnings,
and the most increase was in the Manufacturing industry, where they increased by 4.48%, followed by
the increase of 2.68% in the Construction industry and the increase of 2.33% in the Water supply &
remediation activities industry.

The average monthly total earnings per employee in the Services sector were NT$52,708, an
annual increase of 3.53%. All industries in this sector also showed increase in the monthly total
earnings, and the most increase was in the Real estate activities industry, where they increased by
6.16%, followed by the increase of 5.37% in the Wholesale & retail trade industry and the increase of
3.27% in the Other service activities industry.

3. Monthly Total Working Hours per Employee

A The average monthly total working hours per employee in the Industrial & Services
sector increased by 0.2 hour compared to the previous year.

In 2018, the average monthly total working hours per employee in the Industrial & Services sector
were 169.4 hours, an annual increase of 0.2 hours. The monthly total working hours in the Industrial
sector were 174.5 hours, an annual increase of 0.3 hours; among all industries in this sector, they
increased the most by 1.1 hours in the Electricity & gas supply industry. The monthly total working
hours in the Services sector were 165.5 hours, an annual decrease of 0.6 hours; among all industries in
this sector, they decreased the most by 2.2 hours in the Arts, entertainment & recreation industry,
followed by the decrease of 2.1 hours in the Accommodation & food service activities industry.

Observed from the perspective of industrial classifications, the top 10 industries with the longest
monthly total working hours were as follows: Security & investigation activities (217.0 hours), Motor
bus transportation (195.8 hours), Beauty treatment (186.8 hours), Manufacture of textiles (183.7 hours),
Manufacture of electronic parts & components (181.6 hours), Manufacture of rubber products (181.0
hours), Electricity supply (179.5 hours), Manufacture of basic metals (178.7 hours), Manufacture of
beverages & tobacco products (177.4 hours), and Accounting, bookkeeping, auditing activities & tax
consultancy (176.9 hours).

Observed from the perspective of employment types, the average monthly total working hours per
full-time employee were 172.6 hours; among all industries, the longest ones were 186.5 hours in the
Support service activities industry, followed by 179.3 hours in the Other service activities industry;
meanwhile, the shortest ones were 154.9 hours in the Education industry. The average monthly total
working hours per part-time employee were 103.4 hours, and as for the industries of Wholesale &
retail trade and Accommodation & food service activities, with more part-time employees, their
average monthly total working hours were 113.9 hours and 117.7 hours, respectively.

4. Labor Turnover

A The average accession rate of employees in the Industrial & Services sector was 2.37%,
which was higher than the separation rate of 2.26%.

In 2018, the average accession rate of employees in the Industrial & Services sector was 2.37%,
and the average separation rate was 2.26%; therefore, the average net accession rate (accession rate
minus separation rate) was 0.11%. The average turnover rate [(accession rate + separation rate)/2] of
employees was 2.32%, an increase of 0.04 percentage points compared to the rate of 2.28% in the
previous year.

The net accession rate in Industrial sector was 0.08%, and all industries in this sector had positive
net accession rates; among all industries, the highest net accession rate was at 0.29% in the Water
supply & remediation activities industry, followed by the rate of 0.13% in the Electricity & gas supply
industry. The net accession rate in the Services sector was 0.12%, and all industries in this sector also
had positive net accession rates; among all industries, the highest net accession rate was at 0.27% in
the Human health activities industry, followed by the rate of 0.21% in the Support service activities
industry.

Observed from the perspective of labor turnover rates in all industries, the highest accession rate
was at 4.68% in the Support service activities industry, followed by the accession rate of 4.29% in the
Accommodation & food service activities industry and that of 3.44% in the Arts, entertainment &
recreation industry, while the Electricity & gas supply industry had the lowest accession rate at 0.65%.
The Support service activities industry also had the highest separation rate at 4.47%, followed by the
separation rate of 4.20% in the Accommodation & food service activities industry and that of 3.30% in
the Arts, entertainment & recreation industry, while the Electricity & gas supply industry also had the
lowest separation rate at 0.52%.

5. Labor Productivity

A The labor productivity index in the Industrial sector (excluding the Construction industry
and the Remediation activities & other waste management services industry) increased
by 2.05% compared to the previous year.

In 2018, the labor productivity index of the Industrial sector (excluding the Construction industry
and the Remediation activities & other waste management services industry) was 105.37 (year 2016 =
100), an annual increase of 2.05%, owing to the fact that the industrial productivity (also excluding the
Construction industry and the Remediation activities & other waste management services industry)
annually increased by 3.64% and the input of total working hours annually increased by 1.55%. The
Manufacturing industry had the highest increase rate at 2.36%, followed by the rate of 0.63% in the
Mining & quarrying industry, while the Water supply industry had the highest decrease rate at 4.93%.

In 2018, the revival of global economics caused the increase of corporate investments in industrial
production, which increased the production demands for electronics, machinery, electrical engineering,
transportation and optical equipment. The labor productivity index of the Manufacturing industry was
105.97 (year 2016 = 100), an annual increase of 2.36%, owing to the fact that the productivity in the
Manufacturing industry increased by 3.93% and the input of total working hours increased by 1.54%.
For the sub-industries with annual increased labor productivity indexes, the industry of Manufacture of
computers, electronic & optical products had the highest increase rate at 11.65%, followed by the rate
of 9.82% in the Other manufacturing industry and the rate of 5.33% in the industry of Manufacture of
machinery & equipment. For the sub-industries with annual decreased labor productivity indexes, the
industry of Manufacture of wearing apparel & clothing accessories had the highest decrease rate at

11.82%, followed by the rate of 5.89% in the industry of Manufacture of motor vehicles & parts.

6. Unit Labor Costs

A The unit labor costs index in the Industrial sector (excluding the Construction industry
and the Remediation activities & other waste management services industry) increased
by 3.42% compared to the previous year.

In 2018, the index of unit labor costs in the Industrial sector (excluding the Construction industry
and the Remediation activities & other waste management services industry) was 102.94 (year 2016 =
100), an annual increase of 3.42%. The Mining & quarrying had the highest annual increase rate at
3.87%, followed by the rate of 3.23% in the Manufacturing industry.

The index of unit labor costs in the Manufacturing industry was 102.56 (year 2016 = 100), an
annual increase of 3.23%, owing to the fact that the annual productivity in the Manufacturing industry
increased by 3.93% and the total earnings costs of employees increased by 7.29%. The industry of
Manufacture of wearing apparel & clothing accessories had the highest increase rate at 22.51%,
followed by the rate of 10.28% in the industry of Manufacture of leather, fur & related products.
Meanwhile, the Other manufacturing industry had the highest decrease rate at 7.76%.
